This bizarre event is held 
on the only golf course created on the frozen Arctic Ocean in 
Uummannaq, Greenland.  In one of the most breathtaking 
landscapes in the world, an international field of professional and 
pro-celebrity golfers compete in this unique and challenging 
tournament.  It is played on just 20 inches of ice, floating on the 
Arctic Ocean - no bunkers and no off-putting crowds - just 
glistening glaciers and - 40 degree F temperatures. 
It is an exceptional match of skill, endurance and a certain 

amount of luck as players battle out a 36-hole stroke competition over 2 days. Only open to 36 
global players with a less than 18 handicap, they play on WHITE greens and with RED balls and 
larger holes.  And perhaps the most challenging skill is to outrun a polar bear or remember to side 
step the seal holes! The next World Ice Golf Championships will be held in Uummannaq, 
Greenland, March 20 – 25, 2008.
